I have left phone messages with both of you, although we have never connected in person regarding the issue at 
hand. I would like to urge the two of you to continue to monitor the issues on Ridgemor Drive-and would urge 
you to keep us informed. We have been unable to get the City Attorney's office to respond to our inquiries 
about the current status. Our recent discovery (that he may also be over the rear setback) has the neighbors 
VERY concerned... once again. Yesterday, it appears, Dan Williams moved out of 9 Ridgemor. The surveyors 
were at 4 Ridgemor nearly all day Saturday, a holiday weekend. Obviously there is some urgent need on Dan's 
part to clear this up. We have been unable to learn what the new survey showed and we are concerned that we 
may find out too late to respond. 

This has been a very long process for all of us without any satisfaction that the ordinances the city has adopted, 
to protectother citizens, will ever be upheld. The neighbors followed the rules T we showed up and spoke at the 
ZBA meeting, even questioned that we thought the house was within the 25' setback erroneously approved by 
the City, let alone the 33' setback he should have used (and we were right!). The ZBA rigHtly denied the 
request for a variance. The builder (Dan Williams) took the city to court, but the judge ruled that his plans 
were erroneously approved by the city at 25' .so he could go ahead and use the 25* setback. The fact that the 
house is actually 21.5' from the right of way, clearly 3 1/2 feet inside the minimum setback was never fully 
addressed. The impact to our neighborhood is great, especially because there are two more lots (recently for 
sale) which will built upon some day. Those lots will use the 21.5 foot front setback when averaging the front 
setback for the new homes; bringing them closer to the street. 

Instead of appealing the judge's decision, the City agreed to a fine of $.8,500 (1% of the sale price of the house); 
truly hot in the best interest of the neighborhood. While the City Attorney's Office has made it clear tq us that 
he's "not happy with the judge's decision, but he heeds to run his office" (basically telling us to stay out of it), 
he clearly did not perform. Look at the result. If the City truly wanted to enforce the ordinance to the benefit of 
neighborhood, this should have been appealed. The City Attorney will tell Council that winning the appeal 
wasn't guaranteed and he was worried about setting a precedent that would workagainst the, city in the future. I 
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don't, know of anything guaranteed in a court and by doing nothing, the precedent is set—the City is unwilling 
to vigorously pursue enforcement of its ordinances and ZBA rulings! Clearly, the City Attorney wanted this 
case off his desk, so he recommended to Council that it settle for a ridiculous amount! At a minimum, the City 
should have not settled for anything less than half the cost to modify the house (In the eyes of the judge, both 
parties were at fault—so why not split it? While the builder knew of the problem early on (because the City 
contacted him), the builder kept building as fast as he could. He made a bad situation worse, but was never held 
accountable.) 

This has been handled poorly from the start and, without the neighbors being involved, we are certain that most 
of it would have been swept under the rug by now. We are extremely disappointed in the City's inability to 
uphold its ordinance, the closed nature of making the deal, the reluctance to take the case to the next court, and 
are extremely disappointed thatwe had to do so much leg work in order "to get anyone's attention. We felt that 
appearing before Zoning Board should have been enough.* This hearing and the testimony gave the City 
Attorney everything he needed to win this-case. The ZBA did the right thing—-the City Attorney's Office did 
-not get results; it gave up. Lhave.now been to Planning, to get copies of surveys and building plans, to the court 
to-find out what the fine was and get copies of the circuit court transcript, and made numerous phone calls to try 
to find out what was going on. We certainly would have contacted you earlier if we knew this is how it was 
going to be handled and we needed help from city council members in order to be heard. But, frankly, the 
closed nature of parj: of the process made this impossible to do. 

Please, please,-please keep us informed and do not let this builder (and any other builder in the city) get away 
with this blatent disregard for city ordinances.

Dear Sabra and Ron, 

My husband and 1 appreciate your replies and your encouragement. 
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It is very difficult to get information about this situation in a timely manner and to know how to most effectively inform the 
Council of our concerns. In fact, sometimes'it appears things have been done "behind closed doors" and made it 
impossible to address what we experience as very important issues, especially in a timely fashion. 

Please let us know of pertinent information or indicate if there are things we could be doing that we haven'tObviously we 
feel we haven't been treated fairly and that we deserve your support. 

The WHOLE Council should know that only 8 families live on Ridgemor Drive. The disputed new house~4 Ridgemor- is 
at the entrance of Ridgemor Drive. Two of the 8 families are deeply involved in the development of 4 Ridgemor: the 
Williams and the Staples. Of the remaining 6 families, 5 have written to you and/or called you, many of them multiple 
times to protest what has happened. The remaining family has made it clear (in part because pan Williams misquoted 
what they said) that they do not support that Dan Williams has violated city ordinances.Rather, they wish to remain 
neutral. 

.So the WHOLE Council needs to notice that of the families who are NOT invoivedin the development of property on 
Ridgemor, NONE of them support the violation of "city ordinances which has occurred with the construction of 4 Ridgemor. 

First.it is odd that even one long-term resident family of Ridgemor has to protest that ordinances designed to protect them 
were not observed. This enforcement should have occurred automatically. 

Second, it is disappointing that the Council apparentlywill only pay attention to a violation if all the citizens affected by a 
violation protest it. 

Third, because now ALL oMhe citizens who are affected by the violations have protested or made it clear they do not 
support the violations, it is my fervent hope the Council and appropriate city governance committees wilf respond to our 
urgent appeal and take the responsibility to help the 6 long-term Ridgemor families immediately.

The City of Ann Arbor Ordains: 

Section 1. That Section 9:38 of Chapter 107 of Title IX of the Code of the City of 
Ann Arbor be amended to read as follows: 

9:38. Domestic animals and fowl. 

(1) No person shall keep or house any animals or domestic fowl within the
